SPACE4Crewkerne - Safe Pedestrian And Cycling Environments
SPACE for Crewkerne has been busy working towards 
a safer environment for pedestrians and cyclists around 
Crewkerne.

Crewkerne Town Council agreed to apply for 
environment grants towards provision of a Car Club 
and an Air Quality Monitor. Our SPACE members 
prepared these applications.   We await decisions on 
this by early 2021.

We encouraged the town council to acquire a Speed 
Indicator Device which they have now done and this 
will be used on various sites around Crewkerne.  We 
are also pleased to see improved visibility at the South 
Street pedestrian crossing.

Planning applications raise the question of safety for all 
as we move around the area.  SPACE is commenting 
on possible provision for cyclists and pedestrians on 
all applications and the public can do the same on 
planning@southsomerset.gov.uk   Some applications 
are already approved, but others are in the pipeline eg. 
Goldwell Farm.

The local bus service continues to fall short on 
provision for all areas of the town and the surrounding 
villages.  SPACE has commented to Somerset County 
Council that they have additional funding through the 
Supported Bus Services Fund available for local public 
transport for the coming 2 years, and we encourage 
you to join us in reminding them of the need in the 
Crewkerne area. SPACE continues to identify and 
map safer walking and cycling routes throughout 
Crewkerne.

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The Lucombe oak tree, in front of the George 
Reynolds Centre, is still flourishing 11 years 
after being saved from the axe. In 2008, a 
routine inspection carried out by a specialist 
arborist on behalf of the Crewkerne Town 
Council, discovered signs of fungal fruiting 
bodies around the base of the tree.
The council was advised that the basal decay 
was likely to worsen and that the tree was 
in a precarious condition and could fall on 
pedestrians or the nearby Aqua Centre. 
Although there was no sign of die-back or large 
deadwood disease, the council decided to fell it.
This decision led to a campaign by Crewkerne 
resident and member of South Somerset 
Green Party, Ben Hartshorn, who sought a 
second opinion on the arborist's findings. At 
the time the tree was not covered by a Tree 
Preservation Order but it was identified as a 
semi-deciduous and semi-evergreen species of 
oak known as Spanish Oak or its Latin name, 
Quercus x hispanica Lucombeana. The natural 
hybrid, a cross between a Turkey Oak, Quercus 
Cerris and a Cork Oak - Quercus Suber was 
discovered by horticulturist William Lucombe 
at his nursery in St Thomas, Exeter in 1762. 
Local residents and environmentalists joined 
the campaign to save the tree, and to save 
Henhayes from over development. Over 
2,000 signatures were collected in a petition.  
The report condemning the 187 year old tree 
was viewed by many as justification to fell 
the ancient oak, in order to make way for The 
George Reynolds Centre.  On Tuesday April 
14th, 2009, protesters gathered at the site 
from 5 am to prevent the contractors chopping 
down the tree. They managed to delay the 
tree from being cut down, despite the roots 
being exposed which showed the basal decay. 
Specialist scientific equipment was brought 
in from Germany and “pull” tests carried out, 
showing that the Lucombe oak had a potential 
to thrive for another 50 -100 years.

Crewkerne Civic Society regarded the ancient 
oak as, “a magnificent and irreplaceable 
component of the town's landscape.” 
Finally on July 6th, 2009, Crewkerne Town 
Council voted to save the tree and invest in 
its long-term future and Heras-type fencing 
was installed to prevent pedestrian access. 
Today, the majestic oak tree stands proud, its 
verdant canopy a sight to behold. As the well 
known saying goes, 'Mighty Oaks From Little 
Acorns Grow.'

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A New Look Speedwell Hall

The Speedwell Hall in Abbey Street in 
Crewkerne has been completely renovated 
and refurbished over this last summer.

This well-loved Grade 2 listed building in 
the heart of Crewkerne has been the venue 
for Rainbows, Brownies and Girl Guides 
over many years and is still their meeting 
place each week. The Hall also hosts 
regular music events such as afternoon 
dances and cream tea get-togethers, as 
well as a Stitchers Group and a Toy Library.

The Hall has been sadly in need of 
renovation for sometime. The Committee 
has held events to raise funds but has also 
applied for and been awarded generous 
grants from the SSDC, Crewkerne Town 
Council, as well as various Charitable 
organisations. In addition, generous 
personal donations have very kindly 
been made by individuals who wished to 
support the Hall.

all the wall coverings. New  lighting and 
new heating was also installed and the 
finished result is superb. 

The Speedwell has a stunning walled 
garden at the rear of the building and 
that is the location for the annual summer 
concert with a range of performers. The 
next Concert  is being planned for 2021. 

The Speedwell is a perfect venue for 
summer parties, children’s parties, family 
anniversaries as well as other local groups 
looking for a conveniently sited location. 
The Hall has a well equipped and modern 
kitchen to support events.

We are also planning to increase interest 
from local businesses who could hire the 
Hall for seminars and off-site meetings. 
WiFi has recently been installed and 
projection facilities are in place. The 
Speedwell has been made COVID-secure, 
so when conditions allow, please be sure 
to consider using the Hall.

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Anew era in recycling is
underway in Mendip, blazing 

a trail for the rest of Somerset.

Around 53,000 homes are now
getting the expanded Recycle
more service, with tonnes more
plastic and other recycling
collected from the kerb every
week.

Mendip is the only area getting
Recycle More in 2020. It is being
rolled-out in stages so depots 
can be upgraded one-by-one 
to handle the extra recycling.

Most of the county should have
the new service by the end of
next year, and all of Somerset by
early 2022, protecting our
environment, helping tackle
climate change and costing less.

Recycle More will add the
following to weekly collections:
plastic pots, tubs and trays;

cartons including Tetra Paks, 
small batteries and small
electrical devices.

Residents will get a new recycling
container – a Bright Blue Bag –
and need to put different items 
in their recycling boxes. More
recycling means less rubbish, 
so rubbish will be collected every
three weeks instead of every two.

Every household will be written 
to with details of what needs 
to be done differently and when.
Extra support and guidance is
available for anyone with
concerns.

Coping with COVID 
Recycling and rubbish collections
Keep a social distance from collection 
crews and wash and disinfect container 
handles before and after putting out 
recycling boxes and bins.
If you have COVID symptoms, or live in 
a household with someone who does, 
your personal waste (things like tissues, 
facemasks and disposable cleaning 
cloths) need to be handled differently.
It should be double-bagged in 
disposable rubbish bags and kept 
separate from other waste in the home 
for 72 hours. It should then go into your 
rubbish bin outside your home and will 
be picked up in the usual rubbish 
collections.

Cars parked legally, but 
inconsiderately, can make it
difficult or impossible for
collection vehicles
to get to some
properties and
roads. 

This is worsened as
more people work
from home,
causing missed
collections and
frustration for all.  
If recycling crews cannot get
through, nor can fire engines, 
so please park considerately.

Visitors must take responsibility for 
keeping themselves and others safe.
